An Act to amend the Constitution of Lesotho to establish a mixed
member electoral system for the election of members to the National
Assembly; to provide for greater independence for the Independent
Electoral Commission; and to provide for special provisions for the
conduct of the next general election.

» ENACTED BY PARLIAMENT OF LESOTHO

1. Short title and commencement

This Act may be cited as the Third Amendment to the
Constitution of Lesotho Act, 2000.

(2) This Act shall come into operation on such date as the Minister
responsible for Law and Constitutional Affairs may, by nbdtice
published in the Gazette, appoint.

2. Composition of the National Assembly

Section 56 of the Constitution of Lesotho (hereinafter referred to as
“the Constitutjon’) is amended by the deletion of the word “eighty”
and substituting it with the word “one hundred and thirty”

3. Elections to the National Assembly

Section 57 of the Constitution is amended by deleting subsection (1)
and substituting the following subsection:

“(1)  The members of the National Assembly shall be elected
under a mixed member electoral system that —

a) is prescribed by legislation,
b)  is based on a national common voters roll,
c)  provides for -

1) 65 members to be elected in each of the
constituencies contemplated in section 67(1);

and

ii) 65 members to be elected to 65 seats in
accordance with the principle of proportional
representation applied in respect of the National
Assembly as a whole.”



(b) take into employment public officers seconded to it in
terms of subsection (3)

3) The Minister responsible for the Public Service shall,
when so requested by the Electoral Commission, make available
