Ethical Conduct of Electoral Observers
Electoral observers shall observe the following principles of ethical conduct during monitoring:

a. Non-partisanship and neutrality

Observers shall keep independent, non-partisan, and impartial attitude. The information shall be gathered, developed, and reported accurately, systematically and subject to verification. 

b. Non-violence

Observers are prohibited from carrying firing weapons, explosive, sharp weapons during monitoring activity.

c. Respecting regulations

Observers shall respect all prevailing regulations and respect the sovereignty of the Republic of Indonesia.

d. Volunteerism

Observers shall conduct their job voluntarily and accountably.

e. Integrity

Observers shall not incite provocation that influences rights and obligations of election organizer and voters.

f. Honesty

Observers shall report monitoring results honestly in accordance with the reliable data

g. Objectivity

Observers shall not disrupt the implementation of election in conducting their job

h. Cooperation

Observers shall not disrupt the implementation of election in conducting their job

i. Transparence

Observers shall be open in conducting their job and are willing to explain methods, data, analysis and conclusion with regard to monitoring reports.
j. Independence

Observers shall be independent in carrying out their job without expecting service from electoral organizers.
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
