Analysis of Electoral Registration Observation

15 of November 2006 to 15 of September 2007

Methodology
The National Platform of Civil Society for Elections (PNASCAE) has been working with 473 national observers elected by National Electoral Commission (CNE) involving the Provincial Electoral Commissions in 18 provinces where the registration process has been running through the end of this period process.  
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70% of all Observers are men in which 30% are women and the highest number of Observers was noticed in Bengo, Luanda, and Zaire provinces.
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In spite of immense transportation difficulties mainly in the Rural Areas and especially the most remote, the Platform was capable to observe 110 municipal districts throughout the whole country with larger incidence for Luanda, Huambo where all of the municipal districts were covered and all the Municipal districts of  Uíge, Bié and Benguela were also covered. 
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A total of 14096 observations were made in this period of the electoral registration covering the 18 provinces with larger incidence for the provinces of Huambo, Uíge, Bié e Luanda. 
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The scale that proceeds demonstrates the variations of observations done during this period of the registration. In the last four months there was a constant decrease of observations derived of the unfolding of the brigades for the distant and remote areas in which the observers worked all the day.
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As the observers were without transport, the largest percentage of observations was in the urban areas being above all where there was easy road access.
The Observers visited the brigades in 14.348 occasions. In 98% of the cases the brigades were open, which means that, in 252 occasions these brigades were closed being equal to 2%.  

There was not difference statistics among percentage of closed brigades in the urban and rural areas.
Like this, the observers made 14.096 observations where they observed among one to eight hours the brigade.

Results  

During the observations, the observers witnessed the 901.546 people's registration - equal 10.1%, the total of the voters number registered in the whole country.  

Relatively to the women's registration, the number of women registered increased from March to May, while the women registration during the Woman's commemorations month,  which was designed Woman March. 
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Witness  
In general 29% of the total voters registered in the observers' presence were through testimonial proof. And in the rural areas it arose for 34%.

From the total of the voters registered, it’s seen a real predominance of witness signature by the traditional authorities in the rural areas as well as in the urban ones, totalling 71% of the registered through testimonial proof.  
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Brigades  

The average of the brigadists’ number in each brigade was of 7 this didn't vary among the rural and urban areas. However, the number of brigadists’ men was put upon to the number of women with a difference among one to two increasing for 3/4 in all the brigades in the rural areas.
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Fiscal  

The district attorney average in the different provinces was from 3 to 7 fiscal for brigade.  
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In the urban areas the measure was of 4.3 and in the rural of 4.9 fiscal for brigade  
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Along the process, the picture shows us that the district attorney average for brigade went lowering all gradually of the months.
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Registration Problems 

The largest problem was it of the equipment not to work. In 10% of all visits the equipments didn't work properly. The mishaps presented were larger for the printer zebra, there was lack of gas to feed the generators, at the rainy time, the enclosures were soaked...  

There is no difference statistician between the rural and urban areas.  
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This did with that frequently the brigades unavoidably closed. Although, only 2% of the brigades were found closed by the observers and 1% closed during the observation visit.  

However, the problems of constant mishaps of the equipments were overcoming with the improvement in the amusement of the same ones by the brigadists.  
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The constants mishaps of the equipments, provoked that the voters didn't receive the respective cards at the moment  of the registration in 14% of the done observations, the voter left the brigade without the card, adding the fact that in many cases the unfolding of the brigades from a place an another contributed that the voters were private of the correct information where and how to find the cards.
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Just half of the brigades the voters were well educated to verify their names in the registration notebooks (the next more important step of the process).  

With that, it’s seeks advice more civic education in the next months in way to assure that the people verify their names in notebooks registration and be sure that their details are all right.    
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Other problems include to people that the fingerprints were not taken (some for their deficiency and the other for having not fingerprint).
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There were also cases in which people without the right of registration were registered, and people with right were not registered (data obtained through the observation forms in the observers' opinion - questions 15, 25, 26). However, all these problems were appraised in less than 2% in the whole country, with larger incidence in the rural areas.
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The largest problems moderated in the observations were interruptions in incident in matter with security or violence with total of 4.4%.
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Violence and intimidation was verified in less than 1% of all of the observations and most was caused by political intolerance by the members of parties and the long delay in the lines. In this case there was not difference statistics among the urban and rural areas.  

Safety  

Safety's forces were present in almost all the brigades.   
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Evaluation  

To the observers the opportunity was given of evaluating the brigades, the brigadists the voters' behaviour, whose result of that evaluation was good and very good in most of the cases.  
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
