PILOT OPERATION OF ELECTORAL LIST VALIDETION IN DR.CONGO

The urban, municipal and local 2008 elections planning and the necessity of carrying out the electoral file review before the next general 2011 elections in DR Congo, require beforehand to consolidate the electoral file as made up from the voters registration operation occurred from the 20th June to the 15th December 2005 and from the 21st January to the 22nd February 2006.

The elections realized indeed in the scale of the territories, the towns and the national territory as electoral constituencies respectively consecrated for the national legislative, provincial and presidential elections have been normally organized with an electoral list generated from the current electoral file.

When the electoral constituency is brought back to the level of basic entities, in the circumstances the grouping (Villages, localities), it is important to re-localize the voter within the territory up to the level of his local entity. This helps to solve the problem raised by the fact that many of citizens were registered out of their residence villages. 

This is a demand for the next local elections much as, on the one hand, it allows to breakdown seats required by the legislator to be generated from the number of the registered voters per constituency and, on the other hand, it helps any constituents to vote his candidate in his reel   residence grouping.

Moreover, this consolidated electoral file allows foreseeing its revision during an operation which will be coupled with the setting up of the National Register.

All this justify the pilot operation of electoral lists validation through basic entities (grouping) from the electors’ data processing re-localization to be led by the IEC Data Processing Center.

Scheduled from October 2007, this operation is dealt with an assessment through an ongoing pilot test organized by the IEC from the 10th to the 28th September 2007 in 10 villages located in LUOZI and KASANGULU Territories in BAS CONGO Province.
