deputies or procedure of conducting of elections.
o Ask voters for whom they are going to vote for.

e To base conclusions on unconfirmed or undocumented
facts.

e Use their status to commit actions that don’t relate to the
observation of election process.

IV. The rights and responsibilities of representatives of the
mass media (journalists):

In accordance with the electoral legislation of the Republic of
Tajikistan, the mass media covers the processes of preparing for
and conducting elections, counting votes, compiling and publiciz-
ing the voting results, as well as the decisions made by the elec-
tion commissions.

Representatives (journalists) of the local press, television
and radio stations, and other media shall have the right, upon
presenting their identification cards, to be familiarized with
the decisions and protocols of the election commissions on the
voting results, of election, and to present reliable information con-
cerning the preparation for and conducting of elections in any
form specified by the corresponding legislation of the Republic of
Tajikistan.

On Election Day and during the process of voting, counting
and summarizing the voting results, representatives (journalists)
of the mass media enjoy the same rights and responsibilities
that national observers have in accordance with the electoral
legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan.

Accredited foreign journalists also enjoy the same rights
and responsibilities that local mass media journalists have in
accordance with the electoral legislation of the Republic of Ta-
jikistan and with universally recognized principles and norms
of international rights. 36
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II1. Rights and responsibilities of international
(foreign) observers.

1. International (foreign) observers have the right to:

Obtain documents, which regulate the process of elections
and obtain necessary information and copies of electoral
documents in the precinct election stations.

Be in contact with political parties and individual candi-
dates, who participate in the elections.

Freely attend any polling station or voting premises, in-
cluding on day of elections.

Observe the process of voting, counting of votes and de-
termining the outcomes in condition that provide visibility
of ballot counting.

Get familiarized with the results of considered complaints
(statements) and remarks with regard to violation of elec-
toral legislation.

Inform representatives of the electoral commissions about
their observations without intervening in their work.

Freely express their point of view about preparation and
conduction of elections after the elections.

Submit their conclusion on observation of the election
process to the Central Commission for Elections and Ref-
erenda.

2. International (foreign) observers do not have the right to:

Be present in the polling booth.

Influence voters and disseminate any kind of propaganda
material and literature.

Express any advantages og éaolitical parties, candidates to



and draw attention of the chairman of the election com-
mission to any cases of violations of the law;

To appeal the decision and actions (or inactions) of the
election commission to a higher-level election commis-
sion or to the courts;

To be present at the re-counting of the votes at the corre-
sponding election commission, if this occurs.

2. The representatives (observers) of political parties and
candidates do not have the right:

To distribute ballots to voters;

To sign the list, at the request of voters, stating that the
voter received a ballot;

To mark a ballot at the request of a voter;

To do any action that compromises the confidentiality of
the votes;

To be present in the voting booth during the voting proc-
ess;

To participate in the vote counting that is conducted by
the election commission;

To do any action that impedes the work of the election
commission or to participate in the decision-making
processes of the corresponding election commission.

The definition of the participation of national and interna-
tional observers is in the “Convention on Standards of Democ-
ratic Elections, Electoral Rights, and Freedoms for Member-
States of the Commonwealth of Independent States”, which was
ratified by the Republic of Tajikistan on October 8, 2003.

In accordance with the principles of transparency and pub-
licity in all aspects of the electoral process, all activities, particu-
larly those of the electoral commissions, must be conducted
openly and publicly. The law states that one representative from
each political party, proxies of candidates, mass media, and inter-
national (foreign) observers, have the right to be present at meet-
ings of the electoral commission, be at polling stations on Elec-
tion Day, and during the vote counting procedure. They must
have corresponding documents, confirming their authority to par-
ticipate as an observer. Any interference by the aforementioned
representatives and observers in the voting process or in the ac-
tivities of the election commissions is forbidden.

Taking into consideration these principles and provisions of
Article 12 of the Constitutional Law of the Republic of Tajikistan
“On the Elections of the Majlisi Oli of the Republic of Tajiki-
stan”, the Central Commission for Elections and Referenda of the
Republic of Tajikistan establishes the following procedures for
the participation of representatives of political parties, proxies of
candidates, mass media and national and international (foreign)
observers during the elections of the Majlisi Oli and local Ma-
jlises of People’s Deputies of the Republic of Tajikistan:

1. The republican or local bodies of political parties shall pre-
sent their applications with the enclosed lists of their repre-
sentatives to the district electoral commissions not later than
5 days prior to the day of the elections.

I. GENERAL PROVISION

The participation of representatives of political parties,
proxies of candidates to deputies, mass media and international
(foreign) observers at the election, is guaranteed by Articles 8, 8',
82, 20, 42, and 46 of the Constitutional Law #837 “On the Elec-
tions of the Majlisi Oli of the Republic of Tajikistan” dated De-
cember 10, 1999, with amendments made on June 16, 2004. Arti-
cle 6 of the Constitutional Law of the Republic of Tajikistan “On
the Elections of Deputies to Local Majlises of People’s Deputies”
dated June 10, 1999, provides for the participation of only local
observers (one representative — observer - from each of the regis-
tered political parties, the proxies of candidates, and representa-
tives of the print, radio, and television media) during the elec-
tions.

Paragraph 8 of the OSCE document accepted in Copenha-
gen (1990) recognizes the role of international and national ob-
servers in the OSCE region. The participating States consider that
