IMPLEMENTATION PROCEDURES FOR VOTING AND VOTE COUNTING AT POLLING STATIONS IN RELATION TO THE ELECTION OF MEMBERS FOR THE PEOPLE’S REPRESENTATIVES COUNCIL (DPR), REGIONAL REPRESENTATIVES COUNCIL (DPD), PROVINCIAL PEOPLE’S REPRESENTATIVES COUNCIL (DPRD) AND REGENCY/CITY PEOPLE’S REPRESENTATIVES COUNCIL.

THE NATIONAL ELECTION COMMISSION
Considering
In order to implement Article 87, Article 88 paragraph (3), Article 89, Article 92, Article 93, Article 94 and Article 103 paragraph (1) of Law Number 12 of 2003 on the General Election of members of the DPR, DPD, Provincial DPRD and Regency/City DPRD, it is necessary to determine the procedures for voting and vote counting in the elections for members of the DPR, DPD, Provincial DPRD and Regency/City DPRD by a decree of the National Election Commission (KPU).

3. The Decree of the President of the Republic of Indonesia, Number 54 of  2003, regarding the Organizational Structure and Working Procedures of the National Election Commission (KPU);


4. The Decree of the KPU Number 100 of 2003 on the Stages, Programs and Schedules for conducting the General Election of Members of the DPR, DPD and Regional DPRDs as amended by the Decree of the KPU Number 636 of 2003.


5. The Decree of the KPU Number 172 of 2003 on the Organization and Working Procedures of the Kecamatan Electoral Committees (PPK), Village Election Committees (PPS) and Voting Station Officials (KPPS);


6. The Decree of the KPU Number 618 of 2003 on the Voter’s Card for the General Elections of Members of the DPR, DPD, Provincial DPRD and Regency/City DPRD;


7. The Decree of the KPU Number 621 of 2003 on the Ballot Box required for Voting for the General Election of Members of the DPR, DPD, DPRD, Provincial DPRD and Regency/City DPRD.


8. The Decree of the KPU Number 640 of 2003 on the Determination of Electoral Districts, Population and Number of Seats for the 2004 General Election of Members of the DPR that has been replaced with the  Decree of the KPU Number 680 of 2003.


9. The Decrees of the KPU Numbers 641 to  672 of on Determination of Electoral Districts for the General Election of Members of the Provincial DPRD and Regency/City DPRD;

DECIDES

To enact:
THE DECREE OF THE NATIONAL ELECTION COMMISSION REGARDING THE IMPLEMENTATION PROCEDURES FOR VOTING AND VOTE COUNTING  AT POLLING STATIONS IN THE GENERAL ELECTION OF THE MEMBERS OF THE PEOPLE’S REPRESENTATIVE COUNCIL (DPR), REGIONAL REPRESENTATIVE COUNCIL (DPD), PROVINCIAL PEOPLE’S REPRESENTATIVE COUNCIL AND REGENCY/CITY PEOPLE’S REPRESENTATIVE COUNCIL.
CHAPTER 1

GENERAL PROVISIONS




Article 1 
In this Decree the terms used are given the following definitions:

1. People’s Representative Council, Regional Representatives Councils, Provincial People’s Representative Councils, Regency/City People’s Representative Councils are hereinafter referred to as DPR, DPD, Provincial DPRD, Regency/City DPRD..

2. The National Election Commission, Provincial Election Commission and Regency/City Election Commission hereinafter referred to, as KPU, Provincial KPU and Regency/City KPU are the election managers in the provinces and regencies.

3. Provincial KPU and Regency/City KPU are a part of the National Election Commission.

4. Kecamatan Election Committee, Village Election Committee, Polling Station Officials and Polling Stations hereinafter are referred to as PPK, PPS, KPPS and TPS

5. Voters are citizens of the Republic of Indonesia aged at least 17 (seventeen) years or who are/have been married.

6. General Election Participants are Political Parties, and Individuals who are candidates for the DPD, as determined by a KPU Decree.

7.  Political Parties who are participants in the General Election are hereinafter referred to as Political Parties.

8. Witnesses for the participants in the General Election, who have obtained authorisation  from the Executive of the Political Party and Candidates for the DPD. hereinafter are referred to as Witnesses for the General Election,

9. The General Election Supervisory Committee, hereinafter referred to as Panwas, is the General Election Supervisory Committee whose area of authority covers the relevant TPS.

10. Ballot box is the ballot box as defined in the Decree of the National Election Commission Number 621 of the Year 2003, referring to the use of ballot boxes for the purpose of Voting in the General Election of  members of the DPR, DPD, Provincial DPRD, Regency/City DPRD.

11. Voters Card is the voter card as defined in the Decree of the National Election Commission Number 618 of the Year 2003, referring to the voters card for the purpose of Voting at the General Election for DPR, DPD, Provincial DPRD, Regency/City DPRD.

12. Polling Booth is a place, whose size and format is determined by a KPU decree,  provided for the voter to cast his/her vote at the election of members of the DPR, DPD, Provincial DPRD, and Regency/City DPRD..

13. Voting is an activity whereby a voter casts his/her vote in the polling booth at the polling station by putting a hole in his/her ballot paper for the election of members of the DPR, DPD, Provincial DPRD, and Regency/City DPRD. 

14. A ballot paper is a piece of paper, whose quantity, type, shape, size and color are determined by the KPU, on which a vote is cast at the General Election of members of the DPR, Provincial DPRD and Regency/City DPRD, which contains the name, number and symbol of the political party, and for voting for members of the DPD contains the number, candidates’ pictures and names of candidates.

Article 2

1. In order to be able to use his/her right to vote, a voter, as defined in Article 1 paragraph 5, must be registered on the voters list.
2. Voters are only allowed to use his/her right to voter at a pre-determined polling station.

Article 3

1. For the requirements of maintenance of the voters list by the PPS, and to guarantee the supply of ballot papers and other administrative materials for voting and vote counting at polling stations, the voters list shall not be changed after the determination of the candidate list for members of the DPR, DPD, Provincial DPRD and Regency/City DPRD, unless there are any deceased voters,  and/or a person no longer meets  the requirements to be a voter, or a voter has moved.

Article 4

1. No later than 14 days (fourteen days) before polling day. a voter who has moved from his/her residence is obliged to ask for a letter advising the change of entitlement from the local PPS, and then report his/her movement to the PPS in the new electoral area.
2. A voter, who wants to exercise his/her to vote at another TPS, must request a letter advising the change of entitlement from his/her local PPS before the determination of the Final List of Candidates for membership of the DPR, DPD, Provincial DPRD, Regency/City DPRD, and then report his/her movement to the relevant  PPS  for the other TPS.

Article 5

1. A registered voter, who for one unavoidable reason or another, is prevented from exercising his/her right to vote at the assigned TPS, may do so at another TPS by presenting his/her voters card.
2. The circumstances described in paragraph (1) refer to a situation where  impediments are caused by an unavoidable discharge of public service on polling day, or for other reasons which are beyond the ability of the voter to circumvent, amongst others: being an in-patient at a hospital, in care due to illness, incarceration in a house of correction/prison, natural catastrophe, that prevent the voter from casting his/her vote. 

CHAPTER II

VOTING
Part One
Preparatory Actions

SECTION ONE

Formation of and Taking Oaths by the KPPS

Article 6

(1) Formation of a KPPS by the PPS within the Desa/Kelurahan’s (or other relevant name’s) area of authority is made within a period of 10 (ten) days and is completed no later than 10 (ten) days before polling day.
(2) The names of 7 (seven) persons to be Members of the KPPS and 2 (two) persons to be Security Officials in charge of the TPS are proposed by the Kepala Desa/Lurah, or other relevant position title, to the PPS. This occurs no later than 20 (twenty) days before polling day, and is then determined by a PPS Decree.
(3) Members of the KPPS as specified in paragraph (2), must meet the following requirements: 
a. Indonesian Citizen
b. Aged at least 17 years
c. Domiciled within the KPPS’s area of authority
d. Registered as a voter
e. Is not a Political party administrator.
(4) The Chair of the KPPS is chosen in a democratic manner by and from the KPPS members.

Article 7

(1) Prior to performing his/her duties, the Head of the KPPS takes an oath before the PPS, followed by an explanation of the duties and powers of the KPPS and the procedures applicable to voting and vote counting at the TPS.
(2) The Head of the KPPS leads the oath-taking ceremony for the other KPPS members and TPS security officials, on polling day, before 07:00 local time.

SECTION TWO

Equipment

Article 8

(1) The PPS hands over to the KPPS the equipment required for voting and vote counting at the TPS, namely:

a.   4 (four) ballot boxes provided for the election of members of the DPR, DPD, Provincial DPRD, and Regency/City DPRD;
b.   At least 1 (one) and at most 6 (six) polling booths for each TPS, under the condition that, if the voters for a TPS are less than 300 (three hundred) people, every polling booth shall accommodate approximately 50 (fifty) voters;
c.   Ballot papers for the election of DPR, DPD, Provincial DPRD and Regency/City DPRD members in quantities equal to the number of voters registered in the copy of the final voters list for the TPS, plus 2.5%, and other administrative materials, namely:

1) Two bottles of indelible ink/special ink for each TPS;
2) Punching tools and pads to perforate the ballot paper, minimum 1 (one) and maximum 6 (six) sets for each TPS;
3) 30 (thirty) 2004 election seals;
4) Forms for official reports on the voting and vote counting at the TPS and the certificates of results of the vote count at the TPS;
5) Other materials consisting of: glue, string, labels, black markers, covering letter, paper envelopes, plastic pouches and ballpoints;

d.   A list of candidates for the DPR, DPD, Provincial DPRD, and Regency/City DPRD members, each in duplicate (2 copies)
e.   One copy of the final voters list for the relevant TPS, made by the PPS;

f.   7 (seven) identity cards for KPPS and 2 (two) for TPS security officials;
g.  Notification letters to vote at the TPS in a quantity that equals the number of voters at the relevant TPS;
h.   A text for the oath;
i.   A text containing the procedures for voting and vote counting at the TPS;
j.   4 (four) keys in a transparent plastic pouch.

(2) The ballot papers, together with the other administrative materials as specified in paragraph (1) (c), are placed in the ballot box specified in paragraph (1) (a), and locked and sealed.

(3) The Head of the KPPS, assisted by the KPPS members and the TPS security officials, are responsible for the security of the materials required for voting and vote counting at the TPS as specified in paragraphs (1) and (2).

SECTION THREE

Allocation of Duties

Article 9

(1) The Head of the KPPS explains their duties to the KPPS members and TPS security officials with regard to:

a. The conduct of voting and vote counting at the TPS;
b. The assignment of duties to members of the KPPS and TPS security officials

(2) The allocation of duties to the members of the KPPS and the security officials of the TPS as specified in paragraph (1) letter (b), is determined as follows:
a. If the KPPS consists of 7 (seven) people:

1. The Head of KPPS, as the first official member, presides over the Polling;
2. The second and third members of KPPS are assigned to assist the KPPS Head at the main table;
3. The fourth member of the KPPS is assigned to welcome the voters entering the TPS and mark/number the order of appearance on the notification letter to vote at the TPS. During the discharge of his/her duties, he/she is stationed by the entrance gate to check voters for the special mark;
4. The fifth member of the KPPS is assigned to manage the voters who are waiting for their turn to cast their votes and also the voters who are going to enter the polling booths. In carrying out these tasks, this member stands near the voters’ seats;
5. The sixth member of the KPPS is assigned to manage the voters who are about to insert their ballot papers into the ballot boxes. In carrying out this task, he/she stands near the ballot boxes;
6. The seventh member of the KPPS is assigned to manage the voters coming out of the TPS, and in carrying out this task, he/she stands near the TPS exit gate and must mark the voter with a special mark as  evidence that he/she has voted;

b. If the KPPS consists of 6 people, the sixth member is assigned also to carry out the tasks of the seventh member.
c. If the KPPS consists of 5 people, the fifth member is assigned also to carry out the tasks of the sixth and the seventh members.
d. The TPS security officials are assigned to guard the safety and security at the TPS. In carrying out their duties one of them should stand by the TPS entry gate and the other by the exit gate of the TPS.

(3) The number of KPPS members as defined in Article (2), depends on the condition of the local area or the number of voters in the Polling Station.
(4) The number of KPPS members as defined in Article (3) which depends on the number of voters in the local Polling Station’s area, is determined as follows:

a. If the number of voters in a TPS is less than 300 (three hundred) voters, the number of KPPS members is up to 7 (seven) persons.
b. If the number of voters in a TPS is less than 200 (two hundred) voters, the number of KPPS members is up to 6 (six) persons.
c. If the number of voters in a TPS is less than 150 (one hundred and fifty) voters, the number of KPPS members is up to 5 (five) persons.

SECTION FOUR
Announcement and Notification of Polling

Article 10

(1) The Head of the KPPS must announce to all voters in his/her area of authority the day, date, time and venue of voting at the TPS, to enable voters to vote at the relevant TPS. This must be done at least 5 (five) days before polling day.
(2) The day, date, time and venue of voting at the TPS as specified in paragraph (1) will be announced in the customary manner used in the relevant Desa/Kelurahan.
Article 11

(1) The Head and Members of the KPPS must deliver a written notification to vote at the TPS to voters in their area of authority, no later than 3 (three) days before polling day.
(2) In the written notification to vote at the TPS as specified in paragraph (1) it should be mentioned how disabled voters will be able to vote with  ease.
(3) After receiving the written notification to vote at the TPS as specified in paragraph (1), the voter must sign a receipt of its acceptance.
(4) If the voter is absent, a written notification to vote at the TPS may be delivered to the head of the family or any other member of his/her family, who signs the receipt.

Article 12

Voters who, as at 3 (three) days before polling day, have not received the notification to vote at the TPS, are given the opportunity to request the letter from the Head of the KPPS, no later than 24 hours before polling day, by presenting their voter card.

Article 13

(1) A voter who, at the end of the period specified in Article 12, has not received a notification to vote at the TPS because his/her name does not appear in the copy of the final voters list for the TPS, may report to the Head of the KPPS or take the matter to the PPS office that covers the area of authority of the TPS concerned, by presenting his/her voter card, no later than 24 hours before polling day.

(2) The Head of the KPPS, based on the proof of identity as specified in paragraph (1), adds the voter’s name to the final voters list.

(3) If the name of the voter concerned actually appears in the final voters list, the Head of the KPPS issues a written notification to vote at the TPS.

Article 14

The Head of the KPPS will deliver the written notification to vote to voters, who have no fixed place to stay, to the place where they were assembled for voter registration, or other places as designated by the KPPS.

Article 15

Citizens of the Republic of Indonesia who are not registered as voters shall not exercise their right to vote.

SECTION FIVE
TPS Preparation
Article 16
(1) The Head of the KPPS, with assistance from the members of the KPPS and the security officials will arrange the preparation of the TPS at the designated location.
(2) Preparation of the TPS as specified in paragraph (1) must be completed at least 1 (one) day before polling day.
Article 17

(1) In order to conduct the poll at the TPS, the KPPS must provide:

a. Seats for voters, which accommodate at most 25 (twenty-five) people, placed near the entry gate of the TPS;
b. A long table plus seats for the Head of the KPPS, the second and the third KPPS members;
c. A table plus a seat for the fourth member of the KPPS, placed near the TPS entry gate;
d. A seat for the fifth member of the KPPS, placed between the voters’ seats and polling booths;
e. A seat for the sixth member of the KPPS, placed near the ballot boxes;
f. A seat for the seventh member of the KPPS, placed near the exit gate of the TPS;
g. A table plus seats for the witnesses from political parties;
h. Seats for election observers and the supervisory committee. There are three for each;
i. A table for ballot boxes is placed near the exit gate of the TPS, about 300 cm  from the seat of the Head of the KPPS, facing the voters’ seats;
j. The polling booths are placed facing the seat of the Head of the KPPS and witnesses, provided that the distance between the polling booths and the border of the TPS is at least 100 cm, and the distance between each polling booth is at least 50 cm;
k. A piece of board on which to place candidates’ names, by the entry gate of the TPS;
l. A piece of board to place a large ballot counting form;
m. The name of the TPS is placed outside the TPS near the entry door;
n. A table/board on which to place the ballot papers and a punching tool plus the punching pad;
o. Rope, wood or bamboo to make the border of the TPS area.

(2) The KPPS, assisted by the security officials, are responsible for the security of the TPS when set up, as specified in paragraph (2).
(3) While voting, a voter faces the table of the Head of the KPPS, and the witnesses

Article 18

No later than one day before polling day, the witnesses from the election contestants must submit the letter of authorisation from their political party, which is signed by the head of the political party at the Regency/City level, or the candidate for membership of the DPD, to the Head of the KPPS. 

Article 19

(1) A TPS layout as specified in Article 16 paragraph (1) will, as a guide, be at least 8 meters long and 10 meters wide, of a shape adjusted to local conditions, in which can be accommodated all the TPS materials as specified in Article 17
(2) The shape and size of a TPS as specified in paragraph (1) should ensure accessible movement for disabled voters.
(3) The TPS as specified in paragraph (1) may be built in an open or closed area, with the following conditions:
a. If a TPS is built in an open area, the seats for the members of the KPPS, voters and witnesses shall be provided with shelter from the heat of the sun and rain, and the layout must prevent any person from passing behind the voters while they are  voting in the polling booth
b. If a TPS is in a closed room, the width of the TPS must be able to accommodate the voting and vote counting at the TPS, and in addition the voters’ backs should be to  the wall of the room.

(4) A TPS as specified in paragraph (1) has borders defined by ropes or other materials

Article 20

(1) The location of TPS as specified in Article 17 paragraph (2) may be in school buildings, public meeting venues, other education venues, government and non-government buildings including yards, with the condition that permission must be obtained from the board of the school or other education venue, government or non-government building concerned.

(2) Religious places, including their grounds, are not to be used as a TPS.

Part Two
Implementation Activity

SECTION ONE
Activity Prior to Polling






Article 21

(1) The National Election for members of the DPR, DPD, Provincial DPRD, and Regency/City DPRD is conducted on the polling day date and starts at 07:00 hours local time
(2) 60 (sixty) minutes at the latest before the polling starts, as specified in paragraph (1), the Head of the KKPS, with the members of the KPPS, TPS security officials and the attending witnesses do the following:
a. Check the TPS and its supporting equipment;
b. Place the list of election candidates for members of the DPR, DPD, Provincial DPRD, Regency/City DPRD at the designated location;
c. Place 4 (four) ballot boxes which contain the ballot papers and the  administrative materials in front of the Head of the KPPS’s table;
d. Invite the voters to sit down on the seats provided, as far as there are seats available.
SECTION TWO
Voting
Article 22

(1) At 07:00 local time, the Head of KPPS opens the voting.
(2) If, on the opening of voting as specified in paragraph (1), no voter or witness is present, voting is adjourned until a voter is present;
(3) If, at the voting as specified in paragraph (2), a voter is present, then voting resumes.
(4) A witness, who appears after the voting has opened as specified in paragraph (2) or paragraph (3), is considered not to be  present.

Article 23

(1) After the opening of voting or resumption of voting as specified in Article 22 paragraph (2) or paragraph (3), the Head of the KPPS does the following:

a. He leads the oath taking ceremony for the KPPS members and  security officials of the TPS;
b. He opens the ballot boxes, takes out all the contents, places them on the table in an orderly manner, and thereafter identifies and counts the quantity of each type of document and administrative material;
c. He shows to the voters and witnesses present that the ballot boxes are really empty and then closes the ballot boxes, locks them and places them in the designated location;
d. He shows to the voters and witnesses present that the envelopes containing the DPR, DPD, Provincial DPRD and the Regency/City DPRD ballots papers are still sealed;
e. The Head of the KPPS, and the first and the second members of the KPPS then sign the official report on the actions taken at letters c, d, and e.
(2) Following the actions as stipulated in paragraph (1), the Head of the KPPS explains to the voters the following matters:
a. The purposes of voting;
b. The quantity and the types of ballot paper, including the reserve ballot paper provision of 2.5% of the number of voters listed in the copy of the final voters list for the TPS; 
c. The voters who may vote whose names are not listed in the copy of the final voters list for the relevant TPS;
d. The opportunity extended to voters to vote according to the order in which they arrived;
e. Examination of the ballot papers of each type to be used to vote in the polling booth;
f. The method of voting with the ballot paper;
g. The opportunity to replace a damaged ballot paper one time only, and the opportunity to replace one time only a ballot paper in case of a mistake in voting,  which the voter does in front of the Head of the KPPS;
h. Valid and invalid votes on the ballot paper; 
i. Marking  voters after voting; and 
j. The conduct of vote counting at the TPS.

(3) The explanation by the Head of the KPPS as specified in paragraph (2) is given once only.

(4) After the actions as specified in paragraph (2) are finished, the following  actions are implemented:

a. The Head of the KPPS signs a ballot paper in the designated place for the next voter required to be called;
b. He calls the voters, in order of arrival, to vote and the voter concerned hands over the written notification to vote to the Head of the KPPS and shows his/her voter card;
c. The second member of the KPPS compares the number and the name of the voter with the number and the name printed on the final voters list for the TPS, and, if they match, a “V” (tick) checkmark is written in front of the number and name of the voter in the final voters list for the TPS;
d. The Head of the KPPS hands over 4 (four) ballot papers, one for each of the DPR, DPD, Provincial DPRD and Regency/Municipal DPRD, to the voter as specified in letter c, except for DKI Jakarta regions where voters will only be given ballot papers for DPR, DPD and Provincial DPRD.

Article 24

(1)   If a voter is going to vote, but comes from another TPS, as specified in Article 4 paragraph (1), the Head of the KPPS gives the voter a ballot paper taking into consideration the TPS to which the voter has been assigned:
a. If the other TPS is still in the same electoral district, the voter will be given 4 (four) ballot papers for DPR, DPD, Provincial DPRD, and Regency/City DPRD;
b. If the other TPS is from a different electoral district but still in the same Regency/City and in the same province, the voter will be given 4 (four) ballot papers for DPR, DPD, Provincial DPRD, and Regency/City DPRD members;
c. If the other TPS is from a different Regency/City but still in the same province, the voter will be given 3 (three) ballot papers for DPR, DPD and Provincial DPRD members;
d. If the other TPS is from a different province, the voter is given 1 (one) ballot paper for DPR members;
(2)   Where, under any circumstances, a voter has to vote at another TPS, the same conditions apply as specified in paragraph (1).

SECTION THREE
Voting
Article 25

(1) Following the explanation of voting procedures as specified in Article 23 paragraph (2), the Head of the KPPS invites the voters to vote according to their order of arrival.
(2) The Head of the KPPS, assisted by the second member of the KPPS, matches the number and the name of the voter with the copy of the final voters list for the TPS.
(3) If the name of the voter is listed in the copy of the final voters list for the TPS, the Head of the KPPS gives one folded ballot paper for each of the DPR, DPD, Provincial DPRD and Regency/City DPRD.
(4) If the number and the name of the voter are not listed in the copy of the final voters list for the TPS, the provisions of Article 24, paragraph (1) apply
Article 26

(1) A voter, who has received ballot papers as specified in Article 25 paragraph (3), should proceed to the polling booth to cast his/her vote.
(2) In casting his/her vote for the election of members of the DPR, Provincial DPRD and Regency/City DPRD, the following conditions apply:

a. For the election of members of the DPR, Provincial DPRD and Regency/City DPRD, a voter punches one of the political party logos and punches one of the candidate’s names underneath the political party logo, in the square box provided on the ballot papers;

b. For the election of members of the DPD, a voter punches one of the square boxes on the ballot paper containing the photograph and name of a candidate;

c. For the election of members of the DPR, Provincial DPRD and Regency/City DPRD, the punch mark must be in the square box containing the number and the logo of a contesting political party,  and in the square box containing the number and the name of the candidate;

d. For the election  of members of the DPD, the punch mark must be in the square box containing the number, picture and the name of a candidate.

(3) Prior to punching the ballot papers for the election of members of the DPR, DPD, Provincial DPRD and Regency/City DPRD as specified in paragraph (2), each ballot paper is spread out one by one on the punching pad provided, and the ballot paper punched.

(4) A punch mark made outside of the square as specified in paragraph (3) is an invalid vote.

(5) After punching the ballot paper, the voter folds the ballot paper in the same way as it was received, with the signature of the Head of the KPPS being visible while the punch mark is hidden.

(6) After voting, the voter proceeds to the ballot boxes and shows to the Head of the KPPS that the ballot papers are folded, and then he/she, guided by the sixth member of KPPS, inserts the ballot papers one by one into the relevant ballot box, starting with the ballot box for the election of members of the DPR, DPD, Provincial DPRD and ending with the ballot box for the election of members of the Regency/City DPRD.

(7) A voter who has inserted the ballot papers into each of the four boxes as specified in Article 6 is given a special ink on his/her left thumb, by the seventh member of the KPPS. 

Article 27

(1) The voter is not allowed to write on or make any notes on the ballot papers.

(2) A ballot paper, which contains writing and/or any other notes, is declared invalid.

Article 28

(1) The casting of a vote as specified in Article 26 applies to voters who are blind, physically disabled or suffering from other physical impairments.
(2) To cast his/her vote, a voter who is blind, physically disabled or suffering from other physical impairments may seek the assistance of a KPPS official or another person requested by the voter concerned.
(3) A blind voter as specified in paragraph (2), in voting for the DPD, may use a template prepared by the blind voter him/herself. 
Article 29

(1) On the request of a voter who is blind, physically disabled or suffering from other physical impairments as specified in Article 28 paragraph (2), the Head of the KPPS assigns the fifth and the sixth members of the KPPS to assist, subject to the following provisions:

a. For a voter who is unable to walk, the fifth and the sixth members of the KPPS assist the voter to proceed to the polling booth while the punch mark is made by the voter himself/herself;
b. For a voter who is deprived of the use of both his/her arms and is blind, the fifth member of KPPS assists in making the punch mark in accordance with the wishes of the voter concerned, witnessed by the sixth member of the KPPS.
(2) Another person may assist at the request of a voter who is blind, physically disabled, or suffering from any other physical impairment as specified in Article 28 paragraph (2), however the punch mark is made by the voter himself/herself with the assistance of the other person.
(3) A member of the KPPS or another person assisting a voter who is blind, physically disabled or suffering from any physical impairment, as specified in paragraph (1) and paragraph (2), is obliged to keep the relevant voter’s choice secret.
Article 30

(1) At 13:00 hours local time, the Head of the KPPS announces that those still allowed to vote are the voters present at the TPS awaiting their turn to vote, and the members of the KPPS, the witnesses and security officials of the TPS who have brought with them a written notification to vote at the TPS concerned. 
(2) After all the members of the KPPS, witnesses and security officials of the TPS have cast their votes, the Head of the KPPS announces to those present at the TPS that:

a. Voting is completed and that it will be followed by vote counting at the TPS;
b. Before proceeding to counting the votes at the TPS, the polling is adjourned to allow the KPPS members, witnesses and security officials of the TPS to prepare any and all matters required for the due process of vote counting at the TPS.

CHAPTER III
VOTE COUNTING AT THE TPS

PART ONE
Preparations

Article 31

The KPPS is not allowed to count votes before 13:00 hours local time.

Article 32

Before vote counting at the TPS, as specified in Article 30, the Head of the KPPS, with the assistance of the other members of the KPPS:

a. Arranges the layout of the vote counting premises at the TPS, including the affixing of the form for the recording of votes, and arranges the seating for witnesses in such a way as to enable those attending to follow the vote  counting; 
b. Arranges for the provision of administrative materials in such a way so as to enable vote counting, namely the forms for voting and counting, paper envelopes/plastic pouches, and the election seals and other TPS materials; 
c. Places the ballot boxes next to the head of the KPPS and produces the keys.

Article 33

(1) After the activities specified in Article 32 have been carried out, the KPPS counts the votes:

a. The number of voters who have voted according to the Copy of the Final Voters List for the TPS;
b. The number of voters from other TPS who have voted;  
c. The number of unused ballot papers;
d. The number of ballot papers returned by the voters because they were spoiled or wrongly punched.     

(2) The number of ballot papers that were used, those that were unused and spoiled ballot papers or wrongly punched ones, are in accordance with the number of ballot papers allocated to the relevant TPS. 

PART TWO
Implementation

Article 34

The vote count at the TPS is conducted immediately after the preparations as specified in Article 32 and Article 33 are completed.

Article 35

(1) In order to commence vote counting at the TPS, the Head of the KPPS divides the tasks amongst the other KPPS members.
(2) If the KPPS is composed of 7 (seven) members, the allocation of duties is determined as follows:

a. The Head of the KPPS presides over the conduct of vote counting at the TPS, and has the duty of unfolding the ballot papers one by one for verification, and announcing to those present which contesting political party has obtained the vote, and the name of the candidate who obtains the vote on each ballot paper announced; 
b. The second and the third members of the KPPS have the duty of recording the results noted from each ballot paper, as announced by the Head of the KPPS, on a vote count certificate for  the General Election of members of the DPR, DPD, Provincial DPRD, and Regency/City DPRD at the TPS;
c. The fourth member of the KPPS has the duty of recording the results noted from each ballot paper, as announced by the Head of the KPPS, on a large size vote count certificate for the General Election of members of the DPR, DPD, Provincial DPRD, and Regency/City DPRD at the TPS;
d. The fifth member of the KPPS has the duty of compiling the ballot papers verified by the Head of the KPPS, categorized by the contesting political party that obtained the votes that have been announced;
e. The sixth and seventh members have the duty to carry out other activities not being done by the other KPPS members. 

(3) In the event that the KPPS consists of 6 (six) members, the allocation of duties amongst the six members is as specified in paragraph (2)  (a), (b), (c) and (d);
(4) In the event that the KPPS consists of 5 (five) members, the allocation of duties amongst the five members is as specified in paragraph (2) (a), (b)  (c) and (d);

Article 36

(1) In counting votes at the TPS, as specified in Article 35 paragraph (1), the Head of the KPPS, assisted by the members of the KPPS, carries out the following activities:
a. Declares voting is completed, and vote counting will proceed;
b. Unlocks and opens the lid of the ballot boxes, witnessed by all those present;
c. Takes the ballot papers out of the ballot boxes one by one and places them on the KPPS table;
d. Counts the number of ballot papers, advises the number to those present, and notes down the number announced;
e. Unfolds each ballot paper and examines the punch mark thereon, namely the punch marked logo of the political party so that the votes obtained may be known, and the name of the candidate who has been punch marked so that the votes obtained may be known, and the results of these examinations are announced to those present;
f. Records the result of the examinations, announced as specified in (d), on the forms designated for recording votes;
g. Makes a decision in the event that the vote as announced differs from the vote as witnessed by those present or observed by a witness.  

(2) The activities of the KPPS as specified in paragraph (1) are conducted in order, starting with the ballot papers for the election of members of the DPR, secondly the ballot papers for the election of members of the DPD, thirdly with the ballot papers for the election of members of the Provincial DPRD, and fourthly (the last) the ballot papers for the election of  members of the Regency/City DPRD.

Article 37

A voter, upon making him/herself known to the KPPS, may be present at the vote counting at the TPS, and his/her presence is not allowed to interfere with the process of vote counting at the TPS.

Article 38

(1) Witnesses of contesting election participants, supervisors, journalists, observers and members of the public present may watch the process of vote counting.

(2) Election participants and members of the public may, through the election witnesses present, make a complaint about the conduct of the vote counting by the KPPS if there are any actions which are not in compliance with the regulations. 

(3) If there are no witnesses present at the TPS, a complaint from a member of the public as a voter, can be made directly to the Head of the KPPS.

(4) If a complaint from a witness of a contestant of the election, or a member of the public, as specified in paragraph (2) and paragraph (3), is accepted, the  KPPS will make the necessary correction on the spot. 

                                                       Article 39

Complaints about the process of recapitulation of the vote count at the TPS as specified in Article 28, which are made through the witnesses, does not stop the process of vote counting at the TPS for the General Election of members of the DPR, DPD, Provincial DPRD and Regency/City DPRD






Article 40

(1) A vote on a ballot  paper for the DPR, Provincial DPRD and Regency/City DPRD is considered valid if:

a. The punched ballot paper is a ballot paper as determined by the KPU;
b. The punched ballot paper is a ballot paper signed by the Head of the KPPS;
c. The punching mark has been made by the use of the punching tool provided;
d. A hole resulting from punching is found on a political party logo in the box provided, namely on the box for the number, name and the logo of the political party as specified in Article 26 paragraph (2), and a hole resulting from punching is found on a candidate’s name shown under the punched political party logo as specified by Article 26 paragraph (2) letter d, and is placed in the box provided, namely in the box for the ranked number and name of the candidate;
e. A hole resulting from punching is found on a political party logo in the box provided, namely in the box for the political party logo as specified in Article 26 paragraph (3);
f. A hole resulting from punching is found on an unspoiled ballot paper;
g. The hole(s) resulting from punching, whether only one, or more, is found within or partially within the rectangular box of one of the logos of the political parties and one of the names of the candidates placed under  the logo of the political party which is punched;
h. The hole(s) resulting from punching, whether one, or more, is found within or partially within the rectangular box of one of the logos of the political parties contesting the election; and
i. The ballot paper contains no other writing or notes.

(2) A vote on a ballot paper for a candidate for membership  of the  DPD,  is considered valid if:
a. The punched ballot paper is a ballot paper as determined by the KPU;
b. The punched ballot paper is one that has been signed by the Head of the KPPS;
c. The punch mark has been made by the use of the punching tool provided;
d. A hole resulting from punching is found on one name and picture of a DPD candidate in the box provided, namely within the rectangular box containing the name and picture of a DPD candidate as specified in Article 26 paragraph (2); 
e. A hole resulting from punching is found on an unspoiled ballot paper;
f. The hole(s) resulting from punching, whether one, or more, is found within or partially within the rectangular box of one of the names and pictures of a DPD candidate;
g. The ballot paper contains no other writing or notes;

(3) A vote resulting from the punching of a ballot paper, which does not meet the conditions as set forth in paragraph (1) and paragraph (2), is declared invalid.

Article 41

(1)  After the actions specified in Article 39 and Article 40 are completed, the Head of the KPPS, with assistance from the fourth member of KPPS, dos the following:

a. Compiles/counts and sorts the ballot papers that have been examined and declared valid for each political party and inserts them in an envelope;
b. Compiles/counts and sorts the ballot papers that have been examined and declared unofficial or falsified, including ballot papers on which are invalid votes, and inserts them in an envelope;

(2). The results of the vote counts as specified in paragraph (1), are matched with the results of the vote counts as recorded by the fourth member of the KPPS. 

Article 42

(1). Immediately upon the completion of the counting of votes, an official report is drawn up setting forth the complete actions of voting at the TPS, the vote count result certificate which contains details of the vote count results at the TPS, and the record of the vote counts.

(2). The Official Report on voting and the vote count result certificate and official records of the vote counts are inserted in an envelope, sealed and then signed by the Head and by at least 2 (two) members of the KPPS, and may be signed by the witnesses of political parties who are present, which is  then inserted in an envelope. 

(3). The envelopes that contain the Official Reports, certified results of the vote counting and the notes on the process of the vote counting, as specified in paragraph (2) are then inserted into the ballot box, which has a seal on the exterior, and then the Head of the KPPS together with the security officials will escort this to the PPS,  not later than one day after the vote count is declared completed.  
Article 43

(1) The activities as specified in Article 41 and Article 42, respectively, commence with vote counting for the election of members of the DPR, DPD, Provincial DPRD, and end with vote counting for the election of members of the Regency/City DPRD.

(2) The Official Report as specified in Article 42 paragraph (2), is signed after the vote counting for the election of members of the DPR, DPD, Provincial DPRD and Regency/City DPRD is completed.

Article 44

(1) One copy of the Official Report, and one copy of the vote count result certificate and official vote count record for the election of members of the DPR, DPD, Provincial DPRD and Regency/City DPRD, is given to  witnesses  for  each contesting political party present.

(2) The Copy of the Official Report, vote count result certificate and official vote count record given to the witnesses as specified in paragraph (2), may be a photocopy or handwritten.
(3) A handwritten copy as specified in paragraph (3) is made by the Head and the relevant members of the KPPS.
(4) If the copy of the Official Report and the vote count result certificate and the official vote count record as specified in paragraph (2) cannot be provided on polling day as specified in Article 42 paragraph (3), election participants may obtain them at the PPS, not later than 14 (fourteen) days after  polling day.

CHAPTER IV
RE-VOTING AND RECOUNTING OF VOTES

AT THE TPS






Article 45

(1) Voting at the TPS can be done again, if the results of survey and  inspections by supervisors has found one or more pieces of evidence of the following:
a. The opening of the ballot box and/or the voting and the vote count at the TPS has not been implemented as described in this Decree.
b. KPPS members request voters to sign or write his/her name or address on a used ballot paper;
c. More than one voter used his/her right to vote more than once at the same TPS or another TPS;
d. KPPS members spoil more than one ballot paper that has been used by a voter to cast his/her vote, that may result in the ballot paper being invalid and/ or
e. More than one person who has not been listed as a voter (does not have a voter card)  is given the opportunity to vote in the designated TPS.

(2) Vote Counting at the TPS can be done again, if the results of  investigations and surveys prove one or more violations, as follows;

a. The vote count is done in secret;
b. The vote count is done in a place that does not have proper lighting;
c. Witnesses, supervisors, observers and the public as participants are not able to clearly watch the vote counting process in the TPS;
d. Vote counting in the TPS is conducted at a place or a time other than those specified; and/or
e. There are inconsistencies in determining which are valid and invalid votes on ballot papers.
Article 46

(1) In a re-vote at a TPS, the process of re-voting starts from the very first stage of the activity, as described in this Decree.
(2) In a re-count of votes at a TPS, the process of re-counting starts from the very first stage of the activity, as described in this Decree.

Article 47

(1) Re-voting and re-counting of votes in a TPS, as specified in Article 45, is decided by the PPK whose area of authority includes the relevant TPS in which  the re-voting or the re-counting of votes will take place
(2) Re-voting and re-counting of votes in a TPS as specified in paragraph (1), is conducted not more than 20 (twenty) days after the day and date the voting  is completed.

CHAPTER V
OTHER PROVISIONS

Article 48
(1) For voters, who are hospitalized or the like, voters who have no fixed place to stay, voters who live in a boat or work offshore and voters who are in prison, and for other places that are deemed necessary, the Regency/ City KPU, shall build a special TPS at the hospital, prison, correctional facility and certain other locations.
(2) The TPS as specified in paragraph (1) should form a KPPS of at most 3 (three) members, consisting of one (1) Head of the KPPS and two (2) members of the KPPS
(3) KPPS members for the special TPS are formed by the PPK whose area of authority covers the special TPS.
(4) The Head of the KPPS for the special TPS as specified in paragraph (2), is chosen from and by the KPPS members
(5) The division of work among the members of the KPPS for the special TPS as specified in paragraph (4) is decided by the Head of the KPPS     

Article 49

(1) The provisions for voting and vote counting at a special TPS, as specified in Article 46, are applied in accordance with this decree.

CHAPTER VI

 CLOSING





Article 50
The layout for the procedures of voting in a TPS and the layout for vote counting in a TPS is specified in Attachment I, Attachment II and Attachment III in this Decree.

Article 51

With the enactment of this Decree, any decree, which is in conflict herewith, shall be declared null and void.

Article 52

This Decree comes into effect on the day it is enacted.
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
